Corrida de Reis — Varzea Grande/Cuiaba — Mato Grosso
O esporte unindo e congregando pessoas

Nesta emissdo é destacada a importdncia da corrida de rua no Brasil,
especialmente a tradicional Corrida de Reis, realizada desde 1985 em Cuiaba,
Mato Grosso, ao mesmo tempo em que promove a peculiar experiéncia de
congragamento social representada por essa modalidade esportiva na comunidade
brasileira.

A Corrida de Reis foi realizada pela primeira vez em 1985, organizada pela
TV Centro América. O nome da prova surgiu em homenagem aos trés Reis
Magos (data religiosa comemorada em 6 de janeiro) e reunia, nos primeiros anos
da competicdo, uma média de 200 a 300 corredores, a maioria atletas de Mato
Grosso. O percurso, de dez quildmetros, teve poucas mudangas desde a primeira
edicdo, tendo, atualmente, largada proxima a Ponte Sérgio Mota, em Varzea
Grande, e chegada na Praca das Bandeiras, em Cuiaba. No total, sdo percorridas
cinco avenidas.

Com o passar dos anos, a Corrida de Reis foi crescendo em notoriedade no
Estado de Mato Grosso e ganhando reconhecimento e espago no calendario de
atletismo da regido centro-oeste, e em nivel nacional.

A primeira corrida teve como vencedores Juarez Sabino e Jorilda Sabino. Na
época, Jorilda tinha 14 anos e foi considerada a “Cinderela Descalga”, pois corria
sem ténis. Atualmente, Jorilda Sabino, sua prima Nadir Sabino e Viviane Anderson,
detém o titulo de tetracampeés da prova. No masculino, o0 mineiro Amauri Ribeiro
e Daniel Lopes ostentam o titulo de tetracampedes.

Os participantes sao divididos em atletas amadores e profissionais, cujo pelotao
de elite é formado pelos corredores melhor colocados nas provas anteriores da
Corrida de Reis e nas outras provas de nivel nacional. A partir de 1997, o pelotao
de elite passou a ser composto por 100 atletas, 70 no masculino e 30 no feminino.

A grande novidade foi a adogdo do chip eletronico, que é colocado no ténis
dos competidores pela equipe que atua na Corrida de Séo Silvestre, na Meia
Maratona do Rio de Janeiro e na Meia Maratona Internacional de Sdo Paulo. Com
o chip magnético é possivel agilizar o processamento de informacgdes e identificar
a classificagdo dos atletas. O aparelho armazena todos os dados individuais e
registra o tempo de cada corredor, o que evita fraudes.

Antes da prova ser oficializada pela Confederagao Brasileira de Atletismo, em
1997, o recordista da Corrida de Reis foi Amauri Ribeiro com o tempo de 27'11".
No feminino o recorde da prova foi de Viviane Oliveira, que, em 1995, fez o tempo
de 34°28”. Depois da oficializagdo, a Corrida de Reis tem como recordistas, no
masculino, Valdenor Pereira dos Santos, com o tempo de 29'29”, e, no feminino,
Maria Zeferina Baldaia, com 34’15”(ambos conquistados em 2002).

Os grandes atrativos da prova sdo a organizagdo e a premiacdo, uma das
maiores do Brasil. Também s&o premiados com medalhas os trés primeiros
colocados de cada uma das vinte categorias por faixa etaria (dez no masculino/
dez no feminino).

A Corrida de Reis, de Varzea Grande a Cuiaba, em Mato Grosso, é o esporte
de rua mais importante do centro-oeste, reunindo atletas de nivel nacional e
internacional. A participacdo de corredores de varios estados brasileiros elevou o
nivel técnico da competi¢éo e o niumero de inscritos vem crescendo continuamente.
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The Corrida de Reis Road Race — Varzea Grande/Cuiaba — Mato Grosso
Sport bringing people together

This issue highlights the importance of road races in Brazil, especially the
traditional Corrida de Reis Road Race, which has been held in Cuiaba, Mato Grosso,
ever since 1985, whilst at the same time promoting the special social harmonization
experience that this type of sporting event has on the Brazilian community.

The Corrida de Reis Road Race first took place in 1985, and it was organized
by the Centro América TV Network. The name of the race pays tribute to the Three
Wise Men, the “Reis Magos” (a religious event celebrated on January 6"). During
the competition’s early years, there would be around 200 to 300 athletes, the
majority coming from Mato Grosso. The ten-kilometer course has changed little
since the first event: nowadays it starts from close to the Sérgio Mota Bridge, in
Varzea Grande, and ends at Praca das Bandeiras, in Cuiaba. The race is run over
a total of five avenues.

As the years have gone by, the Corrida de Reis Road Race has become
increasingly better known in the state of Mato Grosso and has gained recognition
and a place in the athletics calendar in the Midwestern region and at the national
level.

The first race was won by Juarez Sabino and Jorilda Sabino. Jorilda was 14
years old at the time and was called the “Barefoot Cinderella”, because she didn’t
wear running shoes when racing. Nowadays, Jorilda Sabino, her cousin Nadir
Sabino and Viviane Anderson are all four-time winners. In the man’s event, Amauri
Ribeiro, from Minas Gerais, and Daniel Lopes have each won on four occasions.

The competitors are split up into amateurs and professionals, with an elite
group made up of the athletes with the highest positions in earlier Corrida de Reis
Road Races and in other national level events. Since 1997, there have been 100
athletes in this elite group: 70 men and 30 women.

The most recent innovation has been the use of an electronic chip, implanted
in the competitors’ running shoes by the team that organizes the Sao Silvestre
Road Race, the Rio de Janeiro Half Marathon and the Sao Paulo International Half
Marathon. This magnetic chip enables all information to be processed more quickly
and the athletes’ positions to be determined. The device stores all the competitors’
data and records each runner’s times, and thus prevents fraud.

Before the race was officially recognized by the Brazilian Athletics Confederation
(CBAt) in 1997, the Corrida de Reis Road Race record holder was Amauri Ribeiro
with a time of 27°11”. The women’s record was held by Viviane Oliveira, who
completed the course in 34'28” in 1995. After gaining CBAt recognition, the Corrida
de Reis Road Race record holders are for men, Valdenor Pereira dos Santos with a
time of 29'29”, and for women, Maria Zeferina Baldaia, with 34’15” (both achieved
in 2002).

The event's main attractions are its organization and the prizes, which are
amongst the highest in Brazil. The first three in each of the 20 age bands (ten for
men and ten for women) also receive medals.

The Corrida de Reis Road Race, from Varzea Grande to Cuiabd, in Mato
Grosso, is the most important road race in the Midwest, bringing together national
and international level athletes. The participation of runners from a number of
Brazilian states has raised the technical level of the competition and the number of
competitors has continues to grow.
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
