SOBRE O SELO

O selo reproduz, ao centro, afachada da
Igreja de Nossa Senhora do Rosario e
S&o Benedito, um dos marcos histéricos
de Cuiaba, capital do Estado do Mato
Grosso. Construida, originalmente,
em taipa, em meados do século XVIII,
caracteriza-se pela simplicidade de
suas linhas arquitetonicas. No canto
esquerdo, aimagem de Nossa Senhora
do Rosério e, no direito, a de Sao
Benedito, santo de grande devocgéo
entre o povo mato-grossense. Acima
da imagem da Igreja, sdo mostrados
romeiros e bandeirinhas que lembram a
Festa de Sao Benedito, uma das mais
populares do Centro-Oeste brasileiro,
sob um fundo nas cores da bandeira
estadual. Foram utilizadas as técnicas
de desenho vetorial e computagao
grafica.

ABOUT THE STAMP

The stamp depicts, at the center, the
facade of the Church of Our Lady of
the Rosary and St. Benedict, one of the
historical landmarks of Cuiaba, capital of
the State of Mato Grosso. Built originally
in mud in the mid-eighteenth century,
it is characterized by the simplicity of
its architectural lines. On the left, the
image of Our Lady of the Rosary, and
on the right, Saint Benedict, a Saint of
great devotion among the people of
Mato Grosso. Above the image of the
Church, pilgrims and flags represent the
Feast of St. Benedict, one of the most
popular feasts of the Brazilian Mid-West
region, against a background in the
colors of the state’s flag. Vector drawing
and computer graphics techniques were
used.

A fé e a histéria do povo na simplicidade do templo.

A emissdo deste selo, em homenagem a Igreja de Nossa Senhora
do Rosario e Sdo Benedito, simboliza o reconhecimento a importancia da
arte barroca setecentista e da secular presencga catdlica na regiao central do
Brasil, em especial, no Estado de Mato Grosso.

Conforme a tradigéo, por volta de 1721, os negros, na cidade
de Cuiabd, capital mato-grossense, ja reverenciavam as virtudes do futuro
santo, Sdo Benedito. Os primeiros devotos eram pessoas desprovidas de
recursos, e construiram a primeira capela na Rua do Sebo, hoje Rua Pedro
Celestino. Com a precariedade da construgdo, desabou apds oito anos,
e ndo mais se reergueu naquele lugar. Por outra versdo, ha documentos
referentes a Irmandade Nossa Senhora do Rosario, como sendo a origem
da atual igreja. E imprecisa a data da construgdo, mas aconteceu antes de
1° de janeiro de 1727, quando Cuiaba tornou-se vila.

Segundo dados arqueoldgicos e fontes histéricas existentes,
conclui-se que a Igreja, por volta de 1750, tomou a forma atual, sendo a nave
e a ala da esquerda de quem nela entra construidas pela Irmandade Nossa
Senhora do Rosario, e a ala a direita, ou seja, a capela, pela Irmandade Sao
Benedito. A denominagao antiga de Igreja de Nossa Senhora do Rosario e
Capela de Sao Benedito deu lugar a atual denominagao de Paréquia Nossa
Senhora do Rosario e Sao Benedito, sendo, hoje, mais conhecida como de
Sé&o Benedito.

Ao serem demolidas as igrejas barrocas Nossa Senhora do Bom
Despacho, em 1914, e a Catedral, em 1968, a Igreja de Nossa Senhora do
Rosario e Sao Benedito passou a ser a Unica da capital cuiabana a conservar
a arte barroca setecentista.

O templo, além de Memorial Histérico de Cuiaba, por marcar o local do
nascimento da cidade, se tornou Memorial Historico brasileiro por lembrar a
Ultima fase da conquista paulista e portuguesa a terras espanholas, a oeste
da célebre linha de Tordesilhas, e Memorial Artistico mundial, por ser a Unica
igreja setecentista cuiabana de arte barroca.

Pelos predicados histéricos e artisticos, a SPHAN (hoje, Instituto do
Patriménio Histdérico e Artistico Nacional — IPHAN) procedeu ao tombamento
da Igreja, em 4 de dezembro de 1975, e a Fundagéo Cultural de Mato Grosso
(hoje Secretaria de Estado de Cultura), em 15 de outubro de 1987.

A Paroquia de Nossa Senhora do Rosario e Sdo Benedito herdou a
tradicdo das Irmandades de festejos populares. A Festa de Sdo Benedito,
por sua dimens&o e importancia, esta ultrapassando as fronteiras de Cuiaba,
e mesmo do Estado de Mato Grosso. A comunidade paroquial também
promove, ao longo do ano, outros eventos significantes de carater festivo
e cultural.

Architecture and Religious Feasts Series: Church of Our Lady
of the Rosary and Saint Benedict - Cuiaba/State of Mato Grosso

Faith and history of the people in the simplicity of the temple

The issuing of this stamp in honor of the Church of Our Lady of
the Rosary and Saint Benedict symbolizes the recognition of the importance
attached to the baroque art of the 1700s as well as the secular Catholic
presence in the central region of Brazil, particularly in the State of Mato
Grosso.

According to tradition, around 1721 Africans and afro-descendents in
the city of Cuiaba, the state capital of Mato Grosso, already praised the virtues
of the saint to be, i.e. Saint Benedict. The first followers were people deprived
of financial resources, who built the first chapel on Sebo Street, which was later
on renamed as Pedro Celestino Street. The precarious construction fell down
eight years later, and was no longer rebuilt in that location. However, different
accounts indicate the existence of documents referring to the Sisterhood of
Our Lady of the Rosary as the origin of the current church. Though the date of
the construction is unclear, it is believed to have taken place before January
1st, 1727, when Cuiaba became a village.

Existing archeological data and historical sources lead to the
conclusion that the Church gained its current structure around 1750, with the
nave and left aisle from the entrance door built by the Sisterhood of Our Lady
of the Rosary and the aisle on the right, i.e., the chapel, by the Sisterhood
of Saint Benedict. The original Church of Our Lady of the Rosary and Saint
Benedict Chapel was renamed as Parish of Our Lady of the Rosary and Saint
Benedict.

When the baroque-style churches of Our Lady of Good Deliverance
and the Cathedral were demolished in 1914 and 1968 respectively, the Church
of Our Lady of the Rosary and Saint Benedict became the only church in
Cuiaba to preserve the baroque art of the 1700s.

The temple, in addition to being a Historic Memorial of Cuiaba, as
it marks the site where the city was founded, has also become a Brazilian
Historic Memorial, for it is reminder of the last phase of the conquest of Spanish
territories by S&o Paulo and Portugal, west of the Tordesillas line, as well as a
world Artistic Memorial, as it is the only baroque-style church in Cuiaba dating
back to the 1700s.

Because of its historical and artistic qualities, the church and the
Cultural Foundation of Mato Grosso (today the State Culture Secretariat) were
declared national historic sites by SPHAN (currently the Brazilian National
Historical and Artistic Heritage Institute) on December 4™, 1975 and October
15", 1987 respectively.

The Parish of Our Lady of the Rosary and Saint Benedict inherited
the Sisterhoods’ tradition of holding popular feasts. Because of its size and
importance, the Feast of Saint Benedict is crossing the frontiers not only of
Cuiaba but also of the State of Mato Grosso. The parish community also
promotes other meaningful events of festive and cultural nature throughout
the year.
