Firefighters and more specific academic activities in the area, mak-
ing it increasingly possible for people to realize the dream of being
a Firefighter.

Even today, the great majority of the 5,600 municipalities in Bra-
zil still don’t have a public Firefighter service, be it a state military
service, a municipal service, or a volunteer service, costing a lot to
our environment and population. The development of the profes-
sion and the expansion of public and private Firefighter services is a
priority for the class entities.

To enter the profession in the civilian area, the person needs to
be certified in a recognized basic level professionalizing course or
to be graduated in a technical or superior course. Then, as a profes-
sional in the area, the person can seek approval in a public contest
or selection process. Female and male Firefighters are able to prat-
cise the profession in the whole country in public or private services.
For the military career it is not necessary for the person to have a
previous professionalizing course, the military corporation itself
promotes the training of its recruits, and those interested must be
qualified in a public exam and also be approved in the internal train-
ing course so that they can practise the profession exclusively in the
respective corporation.

Female and male Firefighters are present in municipalities and
public agencies, in the private sector and in communities, protect-
ing the environment, the population and facilities in industries,
shopping centers, shows and events, and any group of people or
activities where there may be significant risk. These professionals
make analyses, propose and implement prevention and protection
measures, participate in the elaboration of protocols and emergen-
cy plans, supervise and control means and prevention systems, and
act to avoid or minimize damage in the most diverse emergencies.

Besides being very celebrated in the international scenario, in
Brazil the profession counts on several entities and movements,
specialized magazines, and large fairs and annual events all over the
country. The commemorative dates are January 12th, due to Bra-
zilian Law 11,901 that regulates the profession, June 2nd, Brazilian
Firefighter’s Day, and May 4th, International Firefighter’s Day.

Ao fundo,
as duas maiores areas de atuacao
deste profissional: o meio urbano
e o florestal.

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About the Stamp

The stamp shows a composition
of several firefighters, demonstrat-
ing the diversity of their equipment
and uniforms. One of the uniforms
represented, worn by the female
firefighter in the lower left corner,
is the national standard adopted in
Brazil. At the bottom, in the center,
it is possible to see a rescue dog.
The entwined hoses are symbols of
the profession and can be found on
the various coats of arms of the ex-
isting corporations over the coun-
try. In the background, there are the
two major areas of performance of
this professional: the urban and the
forest environments. The technique
used was digital illustration and
photocomposition.
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Profissao: Bombeiro

Com esta segunda emissao, os Correios da sequéncia a série “Pro-
fissdes”, que langara selos postais relativos a 5 profissdes brasileiras
entre os anos de 2021 e 2025. O segundo componente da série é o
Bombeiro, profissional de grande importancia, responsavel pelo so-
corro e salvamento das mais diversas situagdes de emergéncia. O
selo também traz a representagdo de bombeiros e algumas ferra-
mentas de trabalho.

Desde o inicio da histéria da humanidade, o fogo foi grande fator
de desenvolvimento mas também responsavel por parte dos maio-
res desastres em devastagao do meio ambiente e perda de vidas. A
prevengao e o combate a incéndios é a principal atividade dos Bom-
beiros, mas é sé uma parte das muitas atribuigdes destes profissio-
nais que atuam no socorro e salvamento das mais diversas situagoes
de emergéncias como: acidentes, explosodes, altura, desabamentos,
perdidos em mata, emergéncias quimicas com produtos perigosos
e tem papel importante na educagao e nos servicos de protegao e
defesa civil.

A histéria da profissao no mundo tem mais de 2.000 anos. No
Brasil teve inicio em 1856 com o primeiro servigo publico gover-
namental na entdo capital Rio de Janeiro. O servigo foi coordena-
do por engenheiros e executado por moradores e escravos, porém
somente em 1880 estes coordenadores vieram a receber patentes
de oficiais militares. Em 1876, em Manaus-AM, foi criado o primeiro
servigo publico Municipal de Bombeiros, que antes era realizado por
moradores de forma voluntaria. Em 1892 foi formalizado o primeiro
servigo publico ndo governamental, os Bombeiros Voluntarios de
Joinville-SC.

Décadas ap6s surgiram os primeiros servicos de bombeiros mili-
tares pelo pais e no mundo. Contudo, somente o Brasil possui servi-
cos de bombeiros militares ou de policia militar estadual ou distrital.
Em todos os demais paises estes servigos sao civis e municipais, aqui
todos estes modelos coexistem ainda hoje.

Em 1998 no Estado de Sao Paulo foi fundada pelo Corpo de Bom-
beiros da Policia Militar a escola superior de Bombeiros. J& na area
civil a profissao e servicos se desenvolveram no final dos anos 1990
com os primeiros sindicatos da categoria. Nos anos 2000 surgiram as
primeiras normas nacionais da ABNT na area. Em 2009 a profissao
que ja era reconhecida desde os anos 1980 pelo Ministério do Traba-
lho foi regulamentada pela Lei Federal 11.901. Em 2011 foi fundado
o Conselho Nacional de Autorregulamentagao de Bombeiros Civis -
CNBC Brasil que além de emitir a identificacdo profissional publicou
o Cédigo de Etica e diretrizes de referéncia e padrées nacionais. Na
década de 2010 universidades publicas e privadas passaram a ofe-
recer cursos de especializagao e pés-graduagao na area. Em 2021 o
Ministério da Educacao incluiu no catdlogo nacional o Curso Técnico
em Prevengao e Combate a Incéndio, inserindo Técnicos Bombeiros
no mercado. Por fim, em 2022 foi fundada a Faculdade Brasileira de

Prevencao, Preparo e Resposta as Emergéncias - FEMERG para as pri-
meiras graduagoes de Tecnélogos e Bacharéis Bombeiros e mais ativi-
dades académicas especificas na area, tornando cada vez mais possivel
que pessoas realizem o sonho de serem Bombeiros e Bombeiras.

Ainda hoje a grande maioria dos 5.600 municipios do Brasil nao
tém servigos publicos de Bombeiros, seja militar estadual, municipal
ou voluntarios conveniados, custando muito ao nosso meio ambiente
e populagao. O desenvolvimento da profissdo e a ampliagao dos servi-
¢os publicos e privados de Bombeiros é uma prioridade das entidades
de classe.

Para ingressar na profissao na area civil a pessoa deve ser cer-
tificada em curso profissionalizante reconhecido de nivel basico ou
ser diplomado em curso técnico ou superior. Entdo, como profissio-
nal da area, buscar aprovagdo em concurso publico ou processo se-
letivo. Bombeiros e Bombeiras poderdo exercer a profissao em todo
pais em servigos publicos ou privados. Ja para carreira militar nao
é necessdrio que a pessoa tenha curso profissionalizante prévio, a
prépria corporagao militar promove a formagao de seus recrutas,
bastando interessados passarem no concurso e também serem apro-
vados no curso interno de formacéao e exercerdo a profissao exclusiva-
mente na respectiva corporagao.

Bombeiros e Bombeiras estao presentes em municipios e érgaos
publicos, no setor privado e em comunidades, protegendo o meio am-
biente, a populagao e instalagdes em industrias, centros comerciais,
shows e eventos e todo conjunto de pessoas ou atividades onde possa
haver risco significativo. Estes profissionais fazem andlises, propdem e
implementam medidas de prevencao e protegao, participam da elabo-
ragao de protocolos e planos de emergéncia, fiscalizam e controlam
meios e sistemas de prevengao e atuam para evitar ou minimizar da-
nos nas mais diversas emergéncias.

Além de muito celebrada no cenario internacional, no Brasil a pro-
fissdo conta com diversas entidades e movimentos, com revistas espe-
cializadas e grandes feiras e eventos anuais em todo o pais. As datas
comemorativas sao o 12 de janeiro pela Lei 11.901 que regulamenta
a profissao, o 2 de junho, dia do Bombeiro Brasileiro, e 0 4 de maio dia
internacional do Bombeiro.

Profession: Firefighter

With this second issue, Correios is following up the “Professions”
series, which will release postage stamps related to 5 Brazilian pro-
fessions between the years 2021 and 2025. The second component
of the series is the Firefighter, a professional of great importance, re-
sponsible for the rescue and salvage of the most diverse emergency
situations. The stamp also brings the representation of firefighters
and some working tools.

Since the dawn of human history, fire has been a major factor in
development but has also been responsible for some of the biggest
disasters in environmental devastation and loss of life. Prevent-
ing and fighting fires is the firefighters’ main activity, but it is only
part of the many attributions of these professionals who work in
the rescue and salvage of the most diverse emergency situations
such as: accidents, explosions, heights, collapses, lost in the woods,
chemical emergencies with dangerous products, and also they play
an important role in education and in civil protection and defense
services.

The history of the profession in the world is more than 2,000 years
old. In Brazil it started in 1856 with the first governmental public ser-
vice in the then capital Rio de Janeiro. The service was coordinated
by engineers and executed by residents and slaves, but only in 1880
these coordinators came to receive military officer’s patents.In 1876,
in Manaus, state of Amazonas, the first public Municipal Firefighter
service was created, which until then was performed by residents vol-
untarily. In 1892 the first non-governmental public service was for-
malized, the Voluntary Firefighter of Joinville-SC.

Decades later the first military firemen services appeared around
the country and in the world. However, only Brazil has military Fire-
fighter services or state or district military police, in all other coun-
tries these services are civilian and municipal, while here all these
models coexist.

In 1998 in the state of Sao Paulo the Military Police Fire Depart-
ment founded the Firefighters Superior School. In the civil area the
profession and services have developed a lot in the late 1990’s with
the first unions in the category. In the 2000’s it was released the
first national standards of ABNT (Brazilian Association of Thecnical
Norms) in the area. In 2009 the profession that was already recog-
nized since the 1980’s by the Ministry of Labor was regulated by Fed-
eral Law 11.901. In 2011 the National Council of Self-Regulation of
Civilian Firefighters - CNBC Brazil was founded, which in addition to
issuing the professional identification published the Code of Ethics
and guidelines for reference and national standards. In the 2010s
public and private universities began to offer specialization and
postgraduate courses in the area. In 2021 the Ministry of Education
included in the national catalog the Technical Course in Prevention
and Firefighting. At last, in 2022 the Brazilian College of Prevention,
Preparation and Response to Emergencies - FEMERG was founded
to take care of the first graduations of Technologists and Bachelor
